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hat could happen in a country where 1,300 pastors

and evangelists are grounded in the clear gospel of grace? | hope to at least begin
that process and find out this summer.

Ghana is a country the size of the state of Georgia with 24 million people,
most of whom are nominally Christian but sadly confused about the freeness and
implications of the gospel in relation to eternal security, assurance, and the role
of works. The result is mass insecurity and a religion of legalism in the name of
Christianity.

In July I will lead a team to continue our training of a select group of about
100 pastors and women leaders. We have invested years in them and will graduate
our first class this summer! These leaders are becoming well-grounded in grace.

Then in August | have been invited by Ghana’s largest evangelism ministry to
speak at their two annual pastors’ conferences to 1,200 pastors. For most this will
be a unique exposure to a clear and consistent gospel of grace.
