	 Our summer mission teams number more people than ever. Four are going to Ghana and eleven to Burundi. In Ghana I will teach 
evangelists for the Presbyterian church, a new opportunity. In Burundi, we are having a special second conference for pastors who will 
travel from Rwanda and Democratic Republic of Congo, another first.
	 Our Burundi team will include some new members and who will help us train women and youth and do evangelism among a neglected 
minority tribe. 
	 All these blessings are evidence of  answers to your prayers and are made possible by your financial support. I hope that you are  
encouraged also. 
	 Jesus told his disciples to “Lift up your eyes and look at the fields, for they are already white for harvest” (John 4:35). My friends, I 
believe He would say the same to us, maybe with even more emphasis. Lift up your eyes, the fields are still ripe for harvest, and God is 
doing great things. Let’s join Him in the harvest!
