High in the Andes Mountains of Peru and surrounded by dramatic peaks, the ancient city of Machu Picchu lay hidden
under centuries of jungle growth. Then in 1911, a British explorer named Hiram Bingham discovered the abandoned
city and noted that it had been a very developed and organized civilization. But why was it abandoned?

Researchers and explorers have since put together the
historical record. In 1532 Spanish explorer Francis Pizzaro and his
168 conquistadors entered the country of the Inca civilization to
plunder it for gold and silver while claiming it for the king of
Spain—ironically, in the name of Jesus Christ and the Pope. This
small group Kkilled, ravaged, and subjugated this Incan empire of 10
million people. How did so few conquer so many? The Spaniards had
horses, metal armor, and superior metal weapons; the Incas had
weapons of wood and stone. They had no choice but to abandon their
cities and flee.

How can we Christians, a minority, find victory in a hostile
world of 7.5 billion people? We need to use the superior spiritual
weapons that God gives us, such as prayer, the Word of God, and the Holy Spirit. In Christ, we are more than conquerors
(Rom. 8:37). We have the armor of God (Eph. 6:10-17). His power is greater than war horses or any human weapon (Isa.
31:3; 54:17). We simply need to believe this and advance into the spiritual battle.

This year, [ visited countries with an overwhelming number of people in spiritual darkness. I found that if we
went there prepared with the spiritual weapons God gave us, we saw light replace darkness in peoples’ lives. Hundreds
who heard and responded to the gospel were liberated and got excited about sharing the same gospel of grace with their
churches, communities, and their country. It is still a David and Goliath battle, but like David, God is on our side.
